In the heart of the law in Exodus there are instructions on how to build 

the Tabernacle and all the things required for worship. Then in Exodus 

32 God says of two people, Bezalel and Oholiab, that he has given 

them skill, ability and knowledge to make all that is required. They are 

charged with not just making a space for worship, but with making it 

beautiful and suitable place for Godõs people to gather in his presence. 
 

Again in 1 Kings 6 we read of Solomon building a temple for the worship of God. The 

temple is magnificent and designed to fill people with awe and wonder as they come 

to worship and pray. Solomon does not feel God owes him for building such a great 

Temple, nor does he believe the Temple holds Godõs presence, Heaven and Earth are 

not sufficient to contain God (see 1 Kings 8 v27). Yet Solomon builds this Temple as a 

place that is set aside for God and where people can consciously come into Godõs 

presence as a sign of his personal devotion and that of the whole nation. 
 

Later Jesus would say to the Samaritan woman in John 4 that true worshippers donõt 

need a temple of holy places but will worship in Spirit and truth. There is a real 

danger that buildings and holy places can limit our worship by encouraging us to 

think that they are the only places we can worship or pray. This temptation must be 

resisted. Yet, throughout scripture, and deep within our experience is the realisation 

that our souls benefit from having places where we can come in devotion to God. 

Though they should not be seen as limiting us or God they are 

precious places for us and our communities. 
 

Church buildings in general, and our church here at Christ Church, are 

very much part of this. Making our church building both suitable and 

practical for our worship, and beautiful and awe inspiring is worthy 

and good. You will have heard that we need to do some extensive 

work on the East Wall and Window. There are two things that need doing. Firstly, there is 

immediate work to make the loose pointing safe and secure the window there. This is a 

temporary measure to make things safe in the short term. In the longer term we need to 

raise significant funds in order to correct the bulging in the wall and prevent further 

creep. Doing these is an important part of our devotion to God and in making sure that 

our wonderful building remains a holy place, not just for ourselves, but also for the 

generations to come. You will hear more about the details of the project and fundraising 

as time goes by but for now please keep this issue in your thoughts and prayers and be 

assured we do this to enhance and preserve Christ Church as a place of worship.
